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Essential Factorsfor the Analogical Design
of Traditional Dwelling in Quanzhou

Absgtract  Andogica desgn of traditiondly vernacular dwellings refers to the regppearance of some essentid factors extracted
from traditionally vernacular dwellingsin resdentid desgn at present. Among various typesof traditiondly vernacular dwellings
in Quanzhou, WujiaJu, Guang-Dacu and ShoujinrLiao appeared formerly; Tu-Lou, YangLou and Qi-Lou were formed later
on. Consequently , ome essentid factorsof the former ones would certainly cast a reflection on the latter ones. For instance,
the ocolonnade or exedrain WyiaJu had its continuationin Yang-Lou and Qi-Lou; the principle of alocation of Shoujin-Liao de-
veloped in Qi-Lou; and the small courtyard in Guans-Dacu regppeared in Tu-Lou and Yang-Lou, etc. Continuation and deve-
opment and regppearance are just the analogicad desgn; while colonnade and principle of alocation and small courtyard are just
the esentid factors of andogica desgn.
